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Frequently Asked Questions
2012 Programs

How do I register?

The registration form is at the bottom of the page. Alumni can also register using this registration form. 

Is there a registration cost?
No, however each chapter will be invoiced a $50 deposit per member registered. The chapter will be credited this amount for each registrant who attends and COMPLETES the program. Please note, Sunday is considered a part of the program. 

Individuals/chapters just need to pay for travel, hotel accommodations (if applicable) and food. The only meal that is provided is lunch on Saturday. Check your confirmation and logistics e-mail to see if hotel guests receive a complimentary breakfast.

When is the registration deadline?
We would like all participants to register no later than the Monday prior to the program date of the RLA you are planning to attend. This allows us to make sure we are able to meet food and program material needs. However, if you need to stay at the program hotel, you will need to make those reservations by the date noted on the Chi Phi website in order to be guaranteed the group rate.

What if I didn’t register by the Monday prior to the program date? Can I still come?
Yes! We welcome participants even if they have not registered prior to the day of the program. If you are able to notify us that you plan to attend prior to the event date, please do. Otherwise, just show up on Saturday morning and we’ll help make sure you have a great experience.

When does the program start? End?
The program begins at 9:30am on Saturday morning. You should plan to arrive no later than 9am so you can check-in at the registration table and get your program materials, nametag, etc.

The program official ends Sunday around noon.  

For alumni the program officially ends on Saturday at 5pm. Alumni are welcomed to stay and attend the Brotherhood event Saturday night and/or the Sunday educational program. 

How many people from my chapter have to attend?
Basic chapter expectations are that at least 10% of your chapter members attend, however we encourage as many members at possible to attend RLAs. Also, this year there is a new Executive Officers Track, so we highly encourage all Executive Council officers to attend in addition to other members of the chapter. 

Do I have to stay at the program hotel?
No. We offer the option of group hotel rates for your convenience. If you wish to find other evening accommodations, you are welcomed to do so.
